to the BrakeMate Jr.

Congratulations on the purchase of your BrakeMate Jr. brake flush machine!

Brake service is now more profitable, since we have eliminated the need for a
second technician when performing a brake bleeding service.

The BrakeMate Jr. provides the shop with the ability to flush and pressure test a
brake system faster and easier than ever before with a combination of speed and
effectiveness.

Please take time to read through this manual to familiarize yourself with the
BrakeMate Jr. before performing your first brake flush.



IMPORTANT SAFETY NOTICE

For your safety, read this manual thoroughly before operating this machine. Your
BrakeMate Jr. unit is intended for use by properly trained, skilled professional automotive
technicians. The safety messages presented below and throughout this user’s manual are
reminders to the operator to exercise care when using this unit. Before using your
BrakeMate Jr. unit, always refer to and follow the safety messages and applicable service
procedures provided by the manufacturer of the vehicle being serviced.

* Read All Safety Instructions

Read, understand and follow all safety messages and instructions in this manual. Safety
messages in this section of the manual contain a signal word with a three-part message
and, in some instances, an icon.

» Make sure cooling system pressure has been relieved before connecting or
disconnecting hose connections and adapters.

» Keep adry chemical (Class B) fire extinguisher rated for gasoline, chemical & electric
fires in the work area.

If any irritation persists, get medical attention.
» Dispose of used fluid according to environmental laws and regulations.
Fuel, oil vapors, hot steam, hot toxic exhaust gases, pressurized fluid, and other debris can cause
serious injury.

A WARNING

Risk of unexpected vehicle movement.

* Block drive wheels before starting vehicle’'s engine to begin an exchange.

* Unless instructed otherwise, set parking brake and put gear selector in park.

* Do not leave a running vehicle unattended.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

CONNECTION

Remove master cylinder cap. Find correct master cylinder adapter
from adapter kit and attach to master cylinder reservoir. Connect
yellow pressure hose to master cylinder adapter.

Attach the tube from the used fluid bottle to one of the vehicle’s
bleeder screws. You may need to verify that the bleeder screw can
be opened before attaching the tube. The bottle may be mounted
to the caliper using the attached magnet.

Connect the battery cables.

OPERATION

Turn the machine on and use the pressure regulator to increase
the pressure to the desired amount. A typical brake service should
not require more than 12psi.

Slowly open the ball valve on the yellow pressure hose while
checking for leaks around the master cylinder adapter.

Open the bleeder screw about 1/4 turn until fluid begins to flow
into the bottle.

If the new fluid tank level becomes too low, the light on front
of machine will illuminate and the machine will beep. To restart
the machine, simply add more fluid to the new fluid tank.

When finished, close the bleeder screw and remove tube from
fitting. Repeat process on the remaining three wheels.

DISCONNECTION

After brake flush is complete, turn the machine off and disconnect
the battery cables.

Close ball valve on yellow pressure hose and disconnect hose
from master cylinder adapter. Remove the adapter and replace the
master cylinder cap.

handling; (E) fire, water, wind, lightning or other natural causes; (F) adverse environmental
conditions, including, without limitation, excessive heat, moisture, corrosive elements, or dust or
other air contaminants, radio frequency interference, electric power failure, power line voltages
beyond those specified for the equipment, unusual physical, electrical or electromagnetic stress,
and/or any other condition outside of Seller’'s environmental specifications; (G) use of the
Equipment in combination or connection with other equipment, attachments, supplies or
consumables not manufactured or supplied by Seller; or (H) failure to comply with any applicable
federal, state or local regulation.

Repairs or replacements qualifying under this Warranty will be performed on regular business
days during Seller’'s normal working hours within a reasonable time following Purchaser’s
request. All requests for Warranty service must be made during the stated Warranty period.
